Scouters age 18 or older who are interested in 
learning in‐depth about the principles of Leave 
No Trace and their application, teaching them 
to others through Awareness courses, and run-
ning Leave No Trace Trainer courses in their 

Districts and Councils. 

 

• The course is open to registered BSA 
members who are at least 18 years of age 
by the start of the course. 

• BSA Annual Health and Medical Record, 
Parts A, B, and C, required 

• First Aid/Wilderness First Aid recom-
mended

3. Dispose of Waste Properly  

4. Leave What You Find  

5. Minimize Campfire Impacts  

6. Respect Wildlife

DID YOU KNOW? 

Tennessee has one national park, Great 
Smoky Mountains National Park, which it 
shares almost equally with North Caroli-
na. It has been the most visited national 
park in the United States since 1944, with 
14 million visitors in 2021.
